e 18 —-24 months old (toddler)
e 24 -36 months old

What children will experience:

e Children will control their hands and arms as they catch the bubbles.

e Children will track the movement of the bubbles.

e Bubble solution (non-toxic) with blower

Benefit - Risk Assessment:

Benefit:

e The touch of bubbles (water and soap) provides a
sensorial experience.

e Development of both fine and gross motor skills.
Development of hand, eye tracking and eye-hand
coordination. Spatial awareness.

isk:
e Bubbles go into the eyes of children

e Ground may have trip hazards - slippery floor.

Management:
e Teacher to check environment for trip-hazards and

materials.




e Toddlers to wear non-slip boots.

How to make it happen:

e Teacher to blow bubbles and get the toddlers to try to catch the bubbles.

e Teacher can get them to find different ways to catch the bubbles e.g. poke, catch with
one hand, catch with both hands etc.

Teaching strategies:
e Teacher to observe how the infants interact with the bubbles.
e Teacher to provide opportunities to get toddlers to find different ways to approach
the bubbles e.g. blow the bubbles, catch the bubble with two hands, kick the bubble
etc.
